WHEN TO USE THIS LETTER:

Use this letter if:

1. you have a complaint about your neighbours; and 
2. your neighbours are not tenants of your landlord. 

While your landlord is not always legally responsible for your neighbours, he is not allowed to permit any interference with your reasonable peace, comfort, or privacy when using the premises. Your landlord may be considered to be permitting interference with your right of quiet enjoyment of the rental premises if he knows of an issue with the neighbours and fails to take steps that could lead to a resolution.  Your landlord may be able to speak to your neighbours or offer you other remedies.

Whether your landlord has in fact permitted interference with your right of quiet enjoyment is a complex question.  You can only be sure once the Tenancy Tribunal confirms it.
